This page provides some checks you should do to find out the reason for the login problem. Please follow the
steps below in order to find the root cause of your problem and get you going again.
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1. Check available updates

Sometimes changes on the geocaching server need an adaption on c:geo side as well. Outdated c:geo versions
might no longer be able to login or have some other problems.

2. Check geocaching website

It is also possible, that the geocaching service itself has some outage and therefore c:geo cannot connect to it.
Check if you can reach the website of your geocaching service using a web browser and that you can login on
their website. For geocaching.com you can also check their status page to see, whether there are any known
problems on their side.

3. Check internet connection

If you updated to the newest c:geo version or are already using the newest version and the problem persists,
please make sure you have a working network connection. c:geo cannot login without internet connection. Also
using some antivirus- or firewall apps might block internet traffic for some apps.

4. Check authentication data

4a. Check your username/password

If you successfully checked your internet connection and the geocaching service website and the problem in
c:geo still persists, you should check the authentication data you stored in c:geo.
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To check your authentication please tap on the “Not logged in...” message box shown on the main screen.

4b. Possible error messages

The following chapters provide an explanation and possible fixes for all error causes.
Login failed: Wrong username and/or password

In 99% of cases, where this error message is shown, it really means, that you entered wrong credentials. Also,

some special characters you may use in your username and/or password might look slightly different or can be
confused with other characters on your Android keyboard.

This FAQ entry describes how to reset your password and/or lookup your username.

Login failed: Captcha required

c:geo has detected, that the geocaching website requires you to solve a Captcha to login. c:geo therefore
cannot login. geocaching.com might use such Captcha after detecting consecutive login failures (e.g. due to
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wrong password).

Furthermore geocaching.com might user such Captcha, when detecting logins from an suspicious, blacklisted or
unidentified IP-address. Such might happen if you use VPN tools, anonymizers (like TOR) or some public Wi-Fi
networks. Please deactivate such tools and try again to login with c:geo. You might also want to try logging in
with c:geo using a different internet connection (e.g. mobile network instead of Wi-Fi).

Login failed: You must validate your account on the Geocaching.com website first

You mail address and/or your account is not yet or no longer validated on the geocaching server.

Login failed: Unknown communication error

Try disabling such tool and check if the login works now.

Sometimes network providers insert messages into the HTML-traffic which prevents c:geo from logging in while
on mobile network. A clear indication for this problem is, that c:geo only works on your Wi-Fi connection at
home but not while on a mobile network.
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
